Proceeds from the Spring Gala Auction will help our PTA continue such important programs as a full ensemble after-school band, a school-wide yoga program, after-school workshops, green education, replacing Styrofoam lunch trays with biodegradable trays made from sugar can pulp, and looking to next year to create an arts partnership and a chess in the schools program.
